GROUND TRANSPORTATION: Unless instructed otherwise, taxis should be used for transportation between the airport 
and hotel before and after the expedition.  Buses or vans will be used between the hotel and ship as the Port Agent must 
escort all personnel from the ship to the hotel.   
 
VISAS: SOUTH AFRICA– Check with your local consulate or embassy for visa requirements. If your nationality requires a 
visa to enter South Africa, the standard rule is to apply at least 20 days before your trip. However, we strongly recommend 
that you apply for a South African visa as soon as your flights are scheduled.
